Cheri Lovre has been working in the field of school crisis prevention, training, planning and response for over 30 years. Her on-site responses include one week with the district crisis response team in the aftermath of the Thurston High School shooting, a week in Littleton after Columbine, two years in New York after 9/11, a humanitarian effort in Sri Lanka following the tsunami, schools in Louisiana following the hurricanes and much more.  She spent three weeks in Lancaster County following the shooting at Nickel Mines Amish School and continues to have contact with those families.  She provides both on-site response and training and technical assistance to schools in the areas of violence prevention, crisis response planning, training and mobilization for both K-12 and Higher Ed. Her degrees are in education and while her experience is predominantly in K-12 and college settings, she also works in disasters and in corporate settings.
