As
well as working as a private consultant and educator on
cross-cultural issues and intercultural communication in
human resource management, Satwinder operates a
blueberry/cranberry farm with her family.

Douglas Hudson teaches anthropology at UCFV, and
has an interest in ecological anthropology, visual
anthropology, archaeology, indigenous cultures of the
Pacific Northwest, and cultures of the Himalayan region
of Nepal, Tibet, and northern India. Dr. Hudson spent
almost 2 months in Nepal in 2005, including in a remote
area of western Nepal, and presented a photographic
exhibit at UCFV based on his experiences there.



INCS 390- Canada-India Field Studies (6 credits) Satwinder Bains
Prerequisite(s): INCS 392 or permission of instructor

This course will involve field study in India and explore the historical and social relationships
between Canada and India, in particular between the Punjab region of India and British
Columbia. The course is organized around a study tour to Chandigarh, capital city of Punjab, to
engage in a cross-cultural study of institutional and social/family networks in the city. This course
will identify services and institutional programs in social services and policing in India and
compare services offered in BC and the Punjab.

GEOG 470- Field Studies in Geography (5 credits) Cherie Enns
Prerequisite(s): 60 credits, including four credits of 300/400-level geography courses; instructor’s permission

This course provides students with an opportunity to explore a world region from a regional
geographic perspective, applying a range of geographical skills in the field to identify, analyze,
and synthesize the elements comprising regional character. Usually offered in conjunction with a
study tour.

ANTH 403- Selected Topics in Cultural Anthropology (4 credits) Doug Hudson
Prerequisite(s): 60 credits, to include Anth 102 and at least 6 additional credits of sociology and/or anthropology

This course explores in detail a selected topic in contemporary anthropology from methodological
and theoretical perspectives. Topics covered will vary from semester to semester and may
include, but are not limited to, urban anthropology, law and anthropology, post-colonial and post-
modern anthropology, culture and performance, and discourses of cultural identity.

In terms of this study tour, this course will engage students in the exploration and representation
of cultures in northern India, including the Tibetan community in the Dharamsala area, the role of
religion and symbolism in Indian and Tibetan cultures, and the relationship of culture to land.
