The Finance & Technology Department at the City of Surrey provides financial expertise, information systems, advice and guidance to support City operations.  The Finance department provides service to clients, leadership in improving processes, and financial information in supporting the City’s Sustainability charter. 

The City of Surrey is continually looking for great people to join our Finance team in the following positions.
Accounting Clerks level 1, 2&3 ($42,336-$55,839)

The Accounting Clerks are responsible for reconciliations, journal entries, maintaining general ledger accounts, filing, research and special projects, as assigned. 
Accountants level 1 & 2 ($53,788-$68,223)

The Accountants are responsible for professional accounting, financial management and budget work.  Responsibilities include projects, studies, operations and communications of some complexity.  The Accountants are responsible for preparing, compiling and publishing the operating and capital budgets and corporate plans.

Buyers level 1, 2&3 ($44,351-$60,409)

The Buyers are responsible for soliciting and assessing tenders and quotations on behalf of various City departments, conducting market and product research and surveys, and preparing correspondence and reports. 

Clerks level 2, 3 &4 ($37,657-$46,009)
The clerical staff within the finance department is responsible for performing moderate and diverse clerical duties in various capacities in the areas of budgets, taxes, property taxes, purchasing and administration.  Responsibilities of the clerical staff include word processing, data entry, filing and other clerical functions.
Internal Audit ($67,813 - $85,036)

The Internal Auditors are responsible for conducting internal audits within the City’s departments and assisting in developing and performing related auditing and accounting functions as required. 
Property Tax Representatives level 1 &2 ($37,635 - $43,869)
The Property Tax Clerks work with the public in cashiering, counting cash and answering inquires from clients pertaining to property tax and utilities. Additional responsibilities are reconciling, data entry, processing documents and performing various office duties.
