Most people are  familiar with Pythagoras' theorem about right triangles ‑ part of it even turns up in the Wizard of Oz!  Pythagoras and his school were, however, responsible for developing several other profoundly influential ideas, such as irrational numbers, the five regular solids, harmonics in music, and the regular pentagon.  This last gave rise to the "golden ratio", which has had great influence on architects, artists and sculptors in the past and which continues to fascinate people today.
