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Does Math Need a Worldview?
Abstract: Is mathematics discovered or invented? Does it deal with objective truth or with subjective constructions? Is arithmetic consistent? Does actual infinity exist? How much of mathematics is valid? How one answers such fundamental questions depends on one's worldview. There are strong arguments (e.g., the indispensability of math for physics) for mathematical realism. Also, classical mathematics, as well as modern set theory, seems to entail the notion of an all-knowing, all-powerful, infinite Ideal Mathematician. It shall be argued that such considerations favour theism more than with naturalism.
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
