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Representations of finite groups by way of Lie algebras
Abstract: Starting from a simple observation about matrix algebras, we show how basic ideas from Lie algebras help to find representations of finite groups.  We will look in detail at S_3, the group of permutations of 3 objects (or symmetries of an equilateral triangle).  Notions of Lie algebras and representations will be introduced.  Some linear algebra background will be assumed.
