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The Hermeneutical Spiral of Applied Statistical Research

Abstract:

Statistical research is as much art as it is mathematics.  Meaning is not derived from a simple t-test or through the fitting of a regression model to some data.  Meaning evolves as the data is explored from a variety of perspectives.  This knowledge is dynamic and is a result of the subtle interplay of prior research, data, statistical methodology and intuition.  This presentation will use my current research investigating access, delivery and effectiveness of Palliative Care and End-of-Life Care as a case study to discuss the evolution of knowledge and the development of  meaning through statistical research.
