· Any two of: BIO 305, 306, 325
· Any two of: BIO 280, KPE 170, 270, 370

* NOTE:  The biology major accepts Math 104 as a statistics requirement, but the pre-vet                                                                                                   
                 concentration requires Math 106 or Math 270.

The pre-veterinary concentration does not guarantee admission into a veterinary school program.  It requires more course work than most veterinary school programs required.  
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
