Differential Expression of Genes Associated with Raspberry Bushy Dwarf Virus Resistance

The genetic basis for Raspberry Bushy Dwarf Virus (RBDV) resistance has not yet been characterized. To isolate related or responsible genes, tissue samples of resistant and susceptible varieties of raspberries as well as leaf tissue from RBDV exposed and non-exposed plants were analyzed. Total RNA was extracted from the samples and subjected to RT-PCR for expression comparison. Although these procedures yielded detectable RNA and product following the reverse transcriptase reaction, amplification of this product by PCR was unsuccessful.  Use of Sybr Green I and silver staining failed to detect unamplified expressed fragments.
