In 2011, UFV was successful in its application to SSHRC for an Aid to Small Universities (ASU) grant and is now issuing the present call for proposals. 

The call for proposals is for research projects in one (or more) of the following three areas:

1. Citizenship, culture, governance and human rights; 

2. Environment and Sustainable Development ; and

3. Teaching and learning, specifically the pedagogy of inquiry-based learning and how students learn.

The maximum funding available for each project is $5,000.  The budget should match the scope of the research which may be up to 2 years in duration.  At least 50% of the budget should be dedicated to hiring student research assistants. The grant will cover costs of travel by faculty or student research assistants that is required for conducting the research.
