	Step 1: Orientation 
April 8, 2010
	The 2010 BFA orientation will be held Thursday, April 8, at 4:00 pm in C building on the Abbotsford UFV campus.  The orientation is a vital part of the admissions process for diploma students, and will include an overview of the program, a facilities tour, IMPORTANT INFORMATION on course planning and registration, and FAQs with faculty and an advisor.  Portfolios may be dropped off at this time.  


	Step 2: Portfolio Submission

April 8 to 16, 2010
	Portfolios for the Fall 2010 intake should be submitted between April 8 and 16, 2010.  Submission can be made to either the BFA program advisor or the Visual Arts department assistant on the UFV Abbotsford campus (offices C1402A and H). 	Portfolios will be available for pick-up from May 10 to 14.  UFV will not be responsible for portfolios left after the pick-up deadline.  Portfolios will only be returned by UFV if adequate postage has been included by the applicant.
