* |tis agood idea to meet before each registration
period to course plan, and update your program plan.

* |tisimportant to remember that not all courses are
offered each semester, and you need to complete
some courses in a particular order to continue in the
program.
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What courses should | take?

Fall Semester

* HSER 120 - Interpersonal Communications for Human Services
* HSER 140 - Intro to Indigenous-Centred Human Services
* SOWK 110 - Intro to Social Work and Human Services

* CMNS 125 - communicating Professionally to Academic and Workplace
Audiences or ENGL 105 - Academic Writing

* PSYC 101 or PSYC 102

* If you are completing the Indigenous Focus program, you will take FNST 101
in fall instead of PSYC 101/102 - see slide 7 for more information

Meet with your advisor to create a completion plan for the remainder of the
program. You may take this program part-time for a total of four years but this will
create a delay in practicum and graduation. HSER and SOWK courses are only
offered certain semesters. It is possible (and recommended) to take less than five
courses in the first semester and stay on track for graduation, if you take courses
in summer semester.
