****Applicants from BC: Check if their institution and degree program are listed on the Degree Authorization page of the BC government website.

Applicants across Canada: Each province and territory has a ministry or department of education responsible for education. Check with the respective provincial or territory authority to determine if the institution is authorized to grant credits and degrees.

Applicants outside of Canada: UFV Articulation reviews credentials after an applicant applies to UFV; the process typically takes six to eight weeks. Applicants typically apply to UFV under Studying for General Interest to start taking BEd entrance requirements that are not part of their previous education, such as 3 credits of Educational Psychology (EDUC 200), 4 credits of Teaching and Learning Practices (EDUC 300), etc. while their credentials are being assessed.
